REGULAR MEETING – KINGSTON CITY COUNCIL

TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 14, 2004 – 7:00 P.M.

KINGSTON COMMUNITY CENTER

The regular meeting of the Kingston City Council was held at 7:00 p.m. on Tuesday, September 14, 2004 in the community center.  Mayor McKeethan called the meeting to order with Councilman Rivers giving the invocation and Councilman Collins leading the pledge.  Upon roll call the following members were present: Councilman Collins, Councilman Creswell, Councilwoman Humphreys, Councilman McClure, Councilman Rivers and Councilman Sugarman.  Staff present: City Manager Jim Pinkerton, City Attorney Jack McPherson, Fiscal Officer Carolyn Brewer and City Clerk Eleanor Neal.

PREVIOUS MINUTES

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Creswell to waive the reading and approve as corrected the minutes of the regular meeting on August 10, 2004.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

PRESENTATION OF CERTIFICATE

Mayor McKeethan presented a Certificate of Appreciation to City Clerk Eleanor Neal.  Eleanor had received The Distinguished Service Award from The Tennessee Association of Municipal Clerks and Recorders.  This award is presented to a member of the association each year for their dedication to their City.

Vickie Lowe, Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation, gave to Council member’s copies of brochures concerning air pollution.  She gave a report on the air pollution and its impact on the City of Kingston, stating that air pollution is not a regional problem it is nation wide.

CITIZEN COMMENTS

Rev. Randy Griffis, Pastor of Liberty Baptist Church, representing approximately 50 citizens in attendance, stated he and his church were against the referendum for liquor by the drink that will be on the November ballot.  He further stated they disagreed with Councilman Rivers comment about churches being a burden on the City.  He also wanted them to know that they would do everything they could to see that liquor would be defeated in the upcoming election.

OLD BUSINESS

A. SECOND READING OF ZACHARY ORDINANCE TO REMOVE TAXES

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Creswell to adopt on second reading ordinance #4-8-10, to remove property tax, which was de-annexed recently, belonging to Joel Zachary from the tax roles for the calendar 2002 and 2003.  

The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

B.   WATERFRONT DEVELOPMENT PLAN – PHASE II

Since Phase I of the Waterfront Development Plan has been completed.  Bullock Smith has asked Council to approve the next phase of the project.

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Collins to authorize Bullock Smith & Partners to proceed with Phase II of the Waterfront Development Plan in the amount of $26,000.00.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

C.  TRAFFIC SCHOOL

No action taken.  Attorney McPherson is working with MTAS to draw up an ordinance for Kingston to have its own traffic school.

D. AMEND ARC GRANT  APPLICATION

The City of Kingston is anticipating a need for more water in the future and would like to purchase water from City of Rockwood.  The original grant application included replacing the water line across the bridge on Highway 70 and since the State is going to replace this line, the City would like to use the $500,000.00 grant money received for the Rockwood Interconnect Project.

A motion by Councilman Creswell, second by Councilman McClure to authorize the ARC Grant application to be amended.  The City will borrow money to pay its portion of the total project.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote recorded:

Councilman Collins, Aye; Councilman Creswell, Aye; Councilwoman Humphreys, Aye; Councilman McClure, Aye; Councilman Rivers, Nay; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Mayor McKeethan, Aye.  6 Ayes  1 Nay

NEW BUSINESS

A. RESOLUTION FOR EMPLOYEES RETIREMENT

Seeing a need for a well-rounded retirement plan for its employees, the Council requested a proposal from the Tennessee Consolidated Retirement System. A committee was appointed to review the proposal and have found it to be a good plan for the City employees.

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Humphreys to adopt resolution #4-9-14-1, authorizing the City of Kingston to participate in the Tennessee Consolidated Retirement System beginning on January 1, 2005.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

B. NEW NATIONAL INCIDENT MANAGEMENT SYSTEM RESOLUTION

In order to comply with the new 2004 Homeland Security Strategy a resolution must be adopted.  This system will provide a consistent nationwide approach for federal, state, local and tribal governments to work together to prepare for, prevent, respond to and recover from domestic incidents having to do with homeland security.

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Creswell to adopt resolution #4-9-14-2, to adopt the New National Incident Management System.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

C. FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE TO ANNEX BUNTROCK PROPERTY

Tom Buntrock has requested the City to annex and re-zone a parcel of property he owns on James Ferry Road.  Mr. Buntrock would like to develop this lakefront property with condominiums.

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman McClure to adopt on first reading ordinance #4-9-14-2, to annex property belonging to Thomas Buntrock (Map 68 Parcel 32) into the corporate limits of the City of Kingston. The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

D. FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE TO RE-ZONE BUNTROCK PROPERTY

A motion Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Collins to adopt on first reading ordinance #4-9-14-2, to re-zone certain newly annexed property on James Ferry Road (Map 68 Parcel 32) to R-2, residential district.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

Mayor McKeethan announced Lamar Alexander would be at the Old Court House on Monday, September 20 at 1:30 p.m.

Councilman Rivers stated, as a matter of public records, from the last workshop, the following statement be a part of the minutes: That I neither endorse or nor do I not endorse the preliminary audit review as presented in view of the fact that my question was cut off by the Vice-Mayor.

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Creswell to adjourn the meeting passed with a unanimous voice vote.
