REGULAR MEETING – KINGSTON CITY COUNCIL

TUESDAY, APRIL 13, 2004 – 7:00 P.M.

KINGSTON COMMUNITY CENTER

The regular meeting of the Kingston City Council was held on Tuesday, April 13, 2004 at 7:00 p.m. in the community center.  Mayor McKeethan called the meeting to order with Councilman Creswell giving the invocation and Councilman McClure leading the pledge.
Upon roll call the following other council members were present: Councilman Collins, Councilwoman Humphreys, Councilman Rivers and Councilman Sugarman.  Staff present: City Manger Jim Pinkerton, City Attorney Jack McPherson, Fiscal Officer Carolyn Brewer and City Clerk Eleanor Neal.
PREVIOUS MINUTES
A motion by Councilman Creswell, second by Councilman Collins to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting of March 9, 2004.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

APPROVAL OF BILLS
A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Creswell to pay the invoices from Ferrara Fire Equipment in the amount of $12,248,69 for a Single Phase Compressor, PSI Cascade System and a Bonus Pak-A which will be used by the fire department.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
ADOPTION OF AGENDA
OLD BUSINESS
A – BIDS FOR 2003/2004 AUDIT
The City manger was authorized, at the March Council meeting, to advertise for bids for the year-end 2003/2004 audit.  Bids were received form Parson & Wright, $22,000.00 and Mitchell, Emert and Hill in the amount of $26,000.00
A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Collins to authorize the City manager to enter into a contract with Parson & Wright, CPA in the amount of $22,000.00 for the 2003/2004 year-end audit.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.

NEW BUSINESS
A – WORKER’S COMPENSATION RESOLUTION
Local Attorney John Agee addressed the council concerning the recent Worker’s Compensation Resolution passed by Council.  He stated compensation lawsuits should be in local courts not heard by a board in Nashville.  He said he had done a great deal of studying and keeping up with the proposed legislation in Nashville and had much concern that this would not benefit the local authorities.  Mr. Agee asked Council to consider asking the legislators not to pass legislation, which would restrict worker’s comp suits from being heard at a local level.  Mayor McKeethan stated TML had asked local governments to pass the Resolution.  Mr. Agee handed out packets of information for Council to review.
B – HALLOWEEN RESOLUTION
For the year 2004, October 31, which is Halloween, falls on Sunday.  As in the past First Baptist Church has made available to children of the community an alternative place for games and treats in the family life center from 6:00 to 9:00 p.m.  They had requested that Council designate Saturday, October 30, 2004 as the date for the observance of Halloween.
A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt Resolution 4-4-13-1, designating October 30, 2004 as the day to observe Halloween in the City of Kingston.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote taken: Councilman Collins, Aye; Councilman Creswell, Pass; Councilwoman Humphreys, Aye; Councilman McClure, Aye; Councilman Rives, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Mayor McKeethan, Aye.  6 Ayes  1 Pass
C – 2004/2005 STREET PAVING BIDS
Public Works Director Tim Clark, under the authorization of the City manger, advertised for bids on the cost of asphalt per ton, in place, for the fiscal year 2004/2005.  Bids were received from Greenback Asphalt Co. in the amount of $32.00 a ton and Tennessee Asphalt Co. in the amount of $28.50 per ton.
A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Collins to award the contract to Tennessee Asphalt Co. for the purchase of asphalt for the fiscal year 2004/2005.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
D – STREET PAVING FOR 2003/2004
A proposal was received from Tennessee Asphalt Co. in the amount of approximately $13,623.00 to pave East Church Street, Peachtree Road and High Point Circle.  This cost is for 478 ton of asphalt at $28.50 per ton.  
A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Creswell to approve the proposal from Tennessee Asphalt to pave East Church Street, Peachtree Road and High Point Circle in the amount of $13,623,00.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
E – PARKS AND RECREATION GRANT
The Parks and Recreation Department is asking for permission to apply for a State of Tennessee Land and Water Conservation Grant.   This is a 50/50 grant and money would be used to light the remainder of the walking trail at City Park, Byrd Field and the Fort.  The City’s 50% would come from the Lakefront budget.    
A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Collins to authorize the Parks and Recreation Department to file for a $23,000.00 grant from the State of Tennessee Land and Water Conversation for walking trail lighting.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
F – TVA RESOLUTION
TVA met with citizens of Kingston and the Roane County area on Thursday, April 7th to discuss the water pool level in Watts Bar Lake.  TVA stated that they would receive comments on the FEIS (Final Environmental Impact Study) through April 12, 2004, Kingston believes that more time should be given for comments and sees the need to ask TVA to extend the time for an additional 60 day time period through June 11, 2004.
A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Creswell to adopt Resolution   4-4-13-2, requesting that the Tennessee Valley Authority extend the period of public comment on the final Environmental Impact Statement for reservoir operations.   Copies of this Resolution should be sent to the three TVA Board members, U.S. Senator Zack Wamp and U.S. Senator Lincoln Davis.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
There being no other items of business on the prepared agenda, Mayor McKeethan adjourned the meeting.
