KINGSTON COMMUNITY CENTER

The regular meeting of the Kingston City Council was held on Tuesday, December 14, 2004 at 7:00 p.m. in the community center.  Mayor McKeethan called the meeting to order with City Manger Jim Pinkerton giving the invocation and Councilman Collins leading the pledge.  Upon roll call the following members were in attendance: Councilman Collins, Councilwoman Humphreys, Councilman McClure and Councilman Rivers.  Councilman Creswell and Councilman Sugarman were absent.

PREVIOUS MINUTES

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman McClure to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting on November 9th and a special called meeting on November 24th.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.

CITIZENS COMMENTS

David Naus, 511 Kings Close, stated he had talked to Comcast several times concerning the installation of cable at his home and his cable had not yet been installed.  He asked that council request Comcast to proceed as they had previously promised and install the cable service to Ladd Landing.

Mayor McKeethan stated she had talked to Comcast manager Russell Byrd this afternoon and cable would be installed in January 2005 to this area.

A. SECOND READING OF ORDINANCE TO ANNEX PROPERTY ON MORRISON 

HILL

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Collins, at the request of Morrison Hill Christian Church, to adopt on second reading ordinance #4-11-9-1, to annex into the corporate limits of the City Map 58F, Group A, Parcel 2.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

B. SECOND READING OF ORDINANCE TO ZONE MORRISON HILL 

PROPERTY

A motion by Councilman Collins, second by Councilwoman Humphreys to adopt on second reading ordinance #4-11-9-2, to zone the newly annexed property belonging to Morrison Hill Christian Church to C-2, Highway Business District.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

C. SECOND READING OF ORDINANCE TO AMEND VICIOUS DOG 

ORDINANCE

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Rivers to adopt on second reading ordinance #4-11-9-3, to amend Title 10, Chapter 3 of the vicious dog ordinance.

The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

D. AUTHORIZE CITY MANAGER TO EVALUATE PARTICIPATION IN A

SISTER-CITY PROGRAM WITH KINGSTON ONTARIO, CANADA AND 

VORONEZH, RUSSIA

Mayor McKeethan has received a letter from County Mayor Yager asking if the City would like to be a sister-city with Kingston Ontario in Canada and Councilman Sugarman would like for the City to be a sister-city with Voronezh, Russia where he goes every summer for missionary work.

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Rivers to authorize the City Manager to further evaluate the participation of this sister-city program.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

NEW BUSINESS

A.  FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE REGARDING PREPARATION OF AGENDA

FOR COUNCIL MEETING

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Rivers to adopt on first reading ordinance #4-12-14, regarding the preparation of agenda for the City Council meetings.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

B.   APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION DIRECTING A STUDY OF AREAS FOR 

ANNEXATION

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Rivers to request the Kingston Planning Commission to make a study of the possibility of annexation of the following areas, including the preparation of a plan of services and to report its findings to City Council.  These areas are: North Lawnville Road/I40 Interchange area; Morrison Hill/Rose Crossing area and North Gallaher Road area.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

C. APPOINTMENT TO FORT COMMITTEE

A motion by Councilman Collins, second by Councilman McClure to re-appoint Bomba Easter to another four-year term on the Fort Committee.  This term will expire on October 31, 2008.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

D. APPOINTMENTS TO LIBRARY BOARD

A motion by Councilwoman Humphreys, second by Councilman McClure to take the recommendation of the library board and appoint Brenda Malone and Mary Clevenger to serve another 3-year term on the library board.  These terms will expire on December 31, 2007.  Also, appoint Pete Malmquist to fill an un-expired term on the board.  This term will expire on December 31, 2005.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.
